We also undertook an even larger project at
our Province House where on rainy days we literally had a river of water flowing that would separate into
three tributaries to be sure to water all of our basement! To correct this, we had to have French drains
installed around the entire house. The contractors, Hanlon Excavating of Loretto, PA and Knopp & Klatt
Excavating and Concrete of Ebensburg, PA both took great pride in their work and we have enjoyed the
fruits of a dry basement.

Nevertheless, we now have to secure the house from the top down since leaks are manifesting
themselves in our walls and our gutters are in great need of repair and/or replacement. Therefore any fi-
nancial assistance you can offer to offset the cost of these projects would be greatly appreciated.
