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MEDITATION BASED ON THE WRITINGS  

OF ST. JOSEPH SEBASTIAN PELCZAR   

As a manifestation of love, the Holy Eucharist is the masterpiece of the 
Heart of Jesus, present always in this Most Holy Sacrament, ever living 
and open to all. Devotion therefore to the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus is a 
most efficacious means to intensify our honor and love for the Lord Jesus 
hidden in the Most Blessed Sacrament.  

For love of us, the Lord Jesus not only lowered Himself, veiling His 
majesty beneath the sacramental species, but He opened Himself also to 
human contempt and ingratitude. In various places in the world, there are 

many sacrileges being committed through peopleôs contempt and ingratitude, by way of theft from churches or 
unworthy reception of Holy Communion. A great number of Catholics omit Mass on holy days of obligation. More 
and more people become victims of murder, violence, robbery and fraud. Narcotics, abortion and pornography are 
destroying family life and society. The Lord Jesus patiently endures all this in silence.  

St. Joseph Sebastian Pelczar teaches: If you would worthily honor the Most Blessed Sacrament and the Most Sacred 
Heart of Jesus, strive to expiate the insults committed against God: If unbelievers insult Him, you then, believe and 
publicly confess the faith; if they blaspheme Him, you, worship the Lord loudly, and encourage others to do so; if 
some offend the Lord by sacrilege, you then, receive Him into your pure heart with proper preparation and 
thanksgiving, with great love and with the intention of making expiation for unworthy Communions; if you cannot 
receive the Lord sacramentally, then do so at least spiritually. If the wicked desecrate churches, you then, conduct 
yourselves within them with respect and humility, your joy being to dwell in the houses of the Lord and to adorn 
them. If many are indifferent towards the Most Blessed Sacrament, you then, think of Him as often as you can, 
enthusiastically read, speak and listen to Him, and, above all, long for Him ardently, desiring to be as a sanctuary 
lamp burning before the altar. As often as you are able, strive daily to participate fully in Holy Mass and to visit the 
Most Blessed Sacrament, or, if you are unable, at least turn to Jesus in your thoughts to send Him your ardent sighs 
or prayerful aspirations. Try to participate in the First Friday Holy Mass of expiation. Make weekly or at least 
monthly adoration. Kneel before the Most Blessed Sacrament, greet and adore Him. To the furthest extent that you 
are able, promulgate the devotion to the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus.  

The practice of the holy hour is recognized by the Church and deserves still greater attention since its purpose is for 
us to unite ourselves with the experiences of the Lord Jesus in the Garden of Olives and to make expiation through 
the merits of the Lordôs Passion. Each month, on the day before First Friday, from 11 p.m. until midnight, St. 
Margaret Mary practiced this Holy Hour on her knees before the Most Blessed Sacrament. Today the practice of the 
Holy Hour is observed in parishes and churches, and is usually joined with the evening Eucharistic Sacrifice as an 
expiatory adoration uniting us with the suffering Heart of Jesus.  

In order to make expiation to the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus for the insults that He continually receives from 
people, there is a need for deep renewal in our life and concern for our purity of heart.

MAKES MISSION TRIP TO OUR SISTERSõ 

MEDICAL & EYE CLINIC IN JAMAICA  
 

From March 16-22, 2024, a mission trip to Holy Spirit 

Parish and Clinic in Jamaica was organized by St. Michael 

the Archangel Parish in Hollidaysburg and their pastor, 

Very Reverend Fr. Alan Thomas VG (Vicar General of 

the Diocese of Altoona-Johnstown.)  
 

Fr. Alan Thomas accompanied the mission trip, along 

with the following personnel: Optometrists, Dr. Rick 

Centar and Dr. Joan Bartolotta,  Physical Therapists, Dr. Bill Hanlon, Dr. Alyssa Arnold (from Good Shepherd at 

State College) and Ms. Lee Farnam; Occupational Therapist, Andrea Wilk; Podiatrist, Dr. Martha Klingbeil, and 

Support Staff, Betsy Lehman and Lisa Georgiana. 
 

Here is an impressive summary from St. Michaelõs Parish of their accomplished goals in Jamaica:  

§ Supplies: Over $20,000 was collected from generous parishioners for the support of the mission site in 

Maggotty. Over 1,000 pounds of donations (medicines, sunglasses,  eyeglass frames, PT, OT, podiatry and 

optometry  supplies) were carried to Maggotty in 20 extra large  suitcases.   

§ Eye Clinic: 230 patients were seen in the Eye Clinic over four  days by Drs. Centar and Bartolotta, assisted by 

Fr.  Alan, Betsy Lehman and Lisa Georgiana. Of the 230  patients, approximately 30 patients were referred to  

the Mandeville Eye Clinic for cataract and glaucoma  consults. 130 Jamaicans will receive prescription  eyeglasses 

in May and 250 pairs of sunglasses were  distributed to protect eyes from the hot UV rays on the  island. 

Approximately 150 pairs of reader glasses  were distributed. Drs. Centar, Bartolotta and Klingbeil  attended to 

an emergency, removing a sliver of metal  from a young manõs cornea.  

§ Podiatry: About 90 patients were treated by podiatrist, Dr.  Martha Klingbeil. Dr. Klingbeil helped heal sore and  

tired feet, along with answering general medical  questions. She provided some ankle support braces  and 

orthotics to those in need and distributed  antifungal creams and nail clippers. 

§ Physical Therapy: 110 patients were seen in the PT and OT Rehab  Clinic by physical therapists Dr. Bill Hanlon, 

Dr. Alyssa  Arnold and Ms. Lee Farnan, and occupational  therapist Dr. Andrea Wilks. Patients with a variety of  

problems including low back pain, neck problems,  knee and hand arthritis, stroke and womenõs health  issues 

and much chronic pain were treated. The  Rehab team also treated staff who work year-round at  the clinic. 

They also made a home visit and visited a  nursing home run by Mother Teresaõs order,  (Missionaries of 

Charity) where they saw nursing  home patients who have no access to rehab services.  Dr. Andrea Wilk was 

the Rehab teamõs hand and  womenõs health expert. 
 

Podiatrist Dr. Martha Klingbeil shared this insight about her 

experience there:  

òThe only word I can use to sum up my time in Maggotty, Jamaica 

and time spent at Holy Spirit Clinic/Parish is òeye-opening.ó This was 

my first time on a medical mission trip and first time out of the 

country. That alone was an adventure of seeing how other people 

live and how different their living conditions are from ours. But for 

anyone who has been to the resorts of Jamaica, the whole island is 

not like that. The roads were just barely wide enough for two cars 

to drive with winding roads and potholes galore. Houses are built 

but with only the first floor done and uncompleted second floors. 

There are multiple family members living in houses much smaller than ours. It allows you to become very grateful 

for what you have.ó
